The first footpath was completed and the 

children’s playground, paid for by Bovis from 106 money, would eventually be 

insured and maintained by the Residents Association.
b) Haigh

It was confirmed that the stone did seem to be blocking sightlines up the hill.

Resolved (a) to ask Cllr Denson whether he could have a word with Highways to ascertain whether this was a problem they could resolve by moving the stone, and (b) that the Chairman would try and find out further information on the ownership of the stone from a previous Clerk.


c) Woolley Village

The map in relation to siting of the seat had been returned to Wakefield District Housing and we are awaiting their decision. Items raised at the Annual Parishioners Meeting in relation to fly tipping, tyres, rubbish at the viewing area were again discussed.

NOTES OF PUBLIC SESSION HELD 

8th April 2010

There were 3 members of the public present and issues raised included:

1) There was rubbish accumulating on Woolley Edge Lane and the viewing area. An unofficial shrine near Gypsy Lane was in a very untidy state. Bins were missing; tyres had been dumped on Middlefield Lane.

Resolved that these items be reported to WMDC who would be asked to tidy the areas up.  A Councillor advised that these items could be reported directly via the Council’s website which would avoid the need to wait for the monthly Parish Council meetings and Councillors were encouraged to use this service.

2) A resident raised the issue of people tipping rubbish in the fields, especially garden rubbish.

3) Could T & D be asked to collect the grass cuttings when cutting the verge near the Memorial Garden if this did not incur extra costs?
