TO RECEIVE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day reported that 20 hours had been worked in the Parish during November.  There had been one reported item of damage to a bus which just happend to be on The Green in Woolley at the time. 2 named suspects have been identified. There had been one theft from Woolley Grange where building materials were taken. 13 speeding tickets had been issued and1 verbal warning handed out.1 person will be prosecuted for travelling at 67mph on Haigh Lane. 8 vehicles were issued with defect notices for faulty lights. Grit from the bin at Woolley Grange was taken but not reported as theft by the contractors. 1 warning had been given to an off-road motorist.  Officers from Wakefield Rural NPT have also been directed to the area during their normal tours.  There had been no fly-tipping reported or apparent in the last month.
