A resident again raised the issue of the access road to the rear of Haigh Lane and provided a copy plan.

Cllr Colley asked to address the meeting and reported on gritting, grass verge cutting, Christmas trees, location of play area at Woolley Grange - Police had objected to Bovis’s first suggested location on safety grounds, a second location was rejected by Planning and a third by the residents.
