Sgt. Day reported that due to the quirk of the SAFE Scheme funding, no hours had been worked in the Parish during the month of April under the scheme. Hours for the rest of the year have been allocated out and are shared equally with a little in reserve for specific events/issues. Everyday patrols had continued to be carried out. There had been two crimes reported. One was damage to a vehicle on Low Moor Lane and the other was a burglary at a barn. Nothing was taken. One anti-social behaviour call was logged (abandoned vehicle which was moved forthwith).  As the Council had agreed further money for the SAFE scheme it was agreed that more thought would be given to how the extra hours would be used. Discussion took place around the issue of the roundabout at Woolley Grange and   Inspector Carlson offered to write to all the residents about this and the likely penalties for not adhering to correct usage. He also updated the issue of funding for a bicycle or quad bike, raised at last meeting, on which no further action was required at present.
