TO RECEIVE THE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day reported that 16 hours had been worked in the Parish during October.  There had been two thefts from vehicles and damage to a greenhouse window.
5 anti social behaviour calls had been attended to, one about nuisance motorcycles in the Gallows Lane area, a neighbour dispute, and sheep worrying. 21 speeding tickets had been issued. This takes the total of fixed penalty tickets for speeding to 75 with 42 verbal warnings. One person will be taken to Court for travelling at 62mph on Haigh Lane!  Over the bonfire weekend calls in the area were no higher than normal.  Patrols have also been made in relation to vehicle nuisance and fly-tipping and the Council have been advised accordingly. Officers from Wakefield Rural Neighbourhood Policing Team have also been directed to the area during their normal tours.
Resolved that Sgt Day be thanked for his report.  He answered questions in relation to speeding deterrents and advised that flashing speed indicators cost about £7,500 but are not effective in the long term. A speed camera costs about £24,000 including on-costs.

PROVISION OF CHRISTMAS TREE WOOLLEY GRANGE
The Clerk, Councillor Bayley and Councillor Colley had all been pursuing this matter with Bovis and with the District Council and reported on their findings. Cllr Bayley had sourced two living trees for permanent installation – one on The Green near the proposed play area and another in a suitable location. If these could not be obtained this year then Bovis would be asked to provide a tree in the same location as last year (behind the sales office). The District Council had indicated an electricity spur would cost approximately £2,500 and could not be done before next March by their contractors.

Resolved  that Bovis be asked to provide the same financial contribution towards the trees as last year, the Parish Council would make a similar donation. Bovis be asked whether they or their contractors could install an electricity spur. The Parish Council would look favourably on a donation towards this.
