There had been two burglaries and one theft in the area. 10 anti social behaviour calls had been attended to, mainly about nuisance motorcycles in the Seckar Woods area. 14 speeding tickets had been issued, 8 verbal warnings handed out and 1 penalty for use of a mobile phone. HGV’s have been checked going downhill and none were exceeding the 30mph limit. Due to the vehicles being empty they sound noisy which gives the impression of excessive speed. Additional night time patrols have taken place in the area over the last two months but no incidents reported.
Sgt Day was thanked for his report and was handed the cheque for the next instalment of the Police Safe Scheme.
