Sgt. Day reported that 15 hours had been worked in the Parish during the month of July and 7 during August.   There had been 1 theft from a garden at Woolley and a couple of nuisance incidents;  20 drivers given fixed penalty speeding notices and a number warned;  Officers had again completed high visibility patrols in and around the area and in relation to vehicle nuisance and fly-tipping.  In total over the last year 41 fixed penalty tickets had been issued and 34 drivers warned.  The Neighbourhood Policing Team is also giving the area additional cover during their normal duties.
