TO RECEIVE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day was on annual leave so the report was given by PC Finlay.  24 hours had been worked in the Parish during February as part of the SAFE scheme. 6 crimes had been reported.  One was theft from a building site and two were for possession of cannabis. Damage had been done to the Church on Haigh Lane and to two cars. Two anti social behaviour incidents had been reported. 8 drivers had been given speeding tickets and 1 received a verbal warning. Total for year is 122 fixed penalty notices and 62 verbal warnings. Officers from Wakefield Rural NPT have also been directed to the area during their normal tours and would take a particular interest in the roundabout at Woolley Grange.
The Officer was thanked for his report and answered questions.

TO DISCUSS PROGRESS ON PROVISION OF ELECTRICITY SPUR AND STONE BOUNDARY SIGN FOR WOOLLEY EDGE
No further information on the spur. A further quote had been received from a company for a boundary sign. Cllr Colley suggested that Luke Devine be approached to find out whether he could assist with sourcing a stone. The Chairman also agreed to make enquiries of a colleague.  In addition, Cllr Bayley was to ask the Residents Association to make a claim for a grant towards the cost of the stone from Section 106 monies.

The Clerk sought authority to use the same internal auditor as last year, Malcolm Neild and advised the meeting that the Council had been chosen this year by Mazars the external auditor to be one of the 5% of Councils who had to provide further documentation. This would involve additional work in getting the accounts ready for audit.

Resolved that Malcolm Neild be asked to internally audit the books and that the Clerk should invoice the Council for additional hours worked in preparing for the external audit.

Police – Letters received asking that the Council give authority to carry over any funds outstanding to the next financial year. Also requesting that the Council support the Safe scheme in the next year.  Discussion took place and it was 

Unanimously Resolved that the payment to the scheme be increased by £1,500 to £6,500 per annum to pay for additional hours to be directed where the Council saw fit over the coming year. Authority is given to carry over any outstanding funds.
Cllr Colley reported at this stage that the Police were seeking sponsorship of £600 per Parish Council to provide a Quad bike to assist in apprehending offenders. Agreed in principle that the Parish Council could support this but it was

Resolved that Inspector Carlson be asked to come and explain further about the project.

Gasped – ‘Send me an Angel’ book on drug awareness.  Agreed that details be posted on the notice boards.

WMDC - re Woolley Grange roundabout – confirmation received that the roundabout met with Highways approval and the Council cannot request the developer to reposition it as it had been constructed in a manner which had previously been agreed by WMDC.
