TO RECEIVE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day presented a written report.   22 hours had been worked in the Parish during January as part of the SAFE scheme. 1 crime had been reported in January (theft from vehicle) and there were two anti social behaviour incidents reported – motorcycle nuisance and litter. 10 drivers had been given speeding tickets and 1 received a verbal warning. The parking issues in Woolley Grange have been dealt with although one person was given a parking ticket for going the wrong way around the roundabout. There had been a couple of phone calls relating to traffic on Bramley Lane due to Haigh Lane being closed. Officers from Wakefield Rural NPT have also been directed to the area during their normal tours.  

Sgt Day was thanked for his report and answered questions. He was handed a cheque for £1250 in relation to the SAFE scheme.

TO DISCUSS PROGRESS ON PROVISION OF ELECTRICITY SPURR AND STONE BOUNDARY SIGN FOR WOOLLEY EDGE
No response had been received yet about the electricity spur.  Clerk reported on an estimate that had been received for a stone boundary sign.
Resolved to chase up WMDC to provide a full costing for the fitting of the electrical spur.
Resolved to obtain at least one more quotation for the stone boundary sign and preferably two.

TO UPDATE ON GROUNDS MAINTENANCE
Provision of grit bins – Not aware whether they had yet been delivered as Cllr Frost was on holiday. WMDC would not provide salt for them.
Response received from WMDC stating that farmers can use tractors as snow ploughs but that the Parish Council would have to agree terms and conditions with them and ensure that any roads that were cleared were then properly salted and that they were covered with Public Liability Insurance.
Clerk was preparing a risk assessment and would check with other Councils on an appropriate amount to pay farmers.

Resolved that this would be discussed further once a risk assessment paper had been drafted.
Grounds maintenance – Cllr Colley and the Clerk updated the meeting on a number of issues that had been raised in the public part of the last meeting:-
Dog bin for lay-by in Haigh Lane – WMDC investigating provision.

Daffodils to be planted in verge on Haigh Lane – this would be done in Autumn as it was now too late to plant them this year.

Community Payback scheme to clear up Haigh play area – Inspector Carlson was organising this but needed access to electricity and toilets for the workforce. Haigh Chapel had been suggested but it was proving difficult to locate the Pastor.  Clerk would continue to pursue this.  If it turned out not to be possible then T & D would be asked to do the work.

Section 106 money – last amount was being used for highways changes.

Wall on Water Lane – WMDC confirmed it was the farmer’s responsibility.

Hanging baskets in Haigh Lane – reiterated previous advice that older type lamp posts not suitable to hold weight of hanging baskets.

Cutting back of hedges whilst Haigh Lane is closed – WMDC have undertaken some of the work.

Blocked drains and gullies/stone chippings/road sweeping - WMDC had cleared the chippings and Cllr Colley was pursing the blocked drains.
In addition the Clerk advised that ROSPA inspections needed organising for the play areas and had had a quote for £45 per area.

Resolved that the inspections be arranged.
