TO RECEIVE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day presented a written report.   16 hours had been worked in the Parish during December as part of the SAFE scheme. 1 crime had been reported in December (theft from vehicle) and there were no anti social behaviour incidents reported. 10 drivers had been given speeding tickets and 13 received verbal warnings. 1 person has been warned regarding parking issues in Woolley Grange and there is another ongoing complaint regarding parking. Officers from Wakefield Rural NPT have also been directed to the area during their normal tours.  

Sgt Day was thanked for his report and answered questions. 

Inspector Carlson supplemented the report and in answer to questions he advised that as the worst time for heavy and speeding traffic was 7am to 8.30am and 5pm to 6.30pm he would ask Officers to come along in their normal shift as well as during the directed hours. Inspector Carlson was thanked for attending the meeting and providing information on the SAFE scheme.

TO DISCUSS PARISH MATTERS

i) Woolley Grange – Cllr Colley provided an update on the issue of direction signs at the Barnsley end of the development. Discussion ensued about the provision of a stone boundary sign along the lines of the ones in Haigh and Woolley.  Clerk was awaiting a photograph to send to the quarry for a quote.  Cllr Frost undertook to take the photographs so the matter could be pursued. 
ii) Haigh – the road is to be closed for up to six weeks for bridge repair works. Concern was expressed that little notice had been given.  WMDC to be asked to cut the hedges along Haigh Lane whilst the road was closed and they could gain access. Gravel chippings were thrown up onto the paths and needed clearing. In addition, Cllr Colley reported that a golden river traffic count was due to be carried out during the closure period. 

Resolved that WMDC be requested to postpone the survey until the road was open again.

iii) Woolley Village
The rubble from the holes in the wall on Water Lane had been removed very quickly after it was reported as a hazard.  There were blocked drains/gullies throughout the village and in Haigh.

Resolved that WMDC be requested to clear the gullies and sweep the roads.
