TO RECEIVE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day presented a written report.   20 hours had been worked in the Parish during February as part of the SAFE scheme. 3 crimes had been reported, all in Woolley Grange.  2 were thefts from a building site and one was possession of cannabis. There were no anti social behaviour incidents reported. 6 drivers had been given speeding tickets and 1 received a verbal warning. Total for year is 114 fixed penalty notices and 58 verbal warnings. Two people given a parking ticket for going the wrong way around the roundabout at Woolley Grange.  Speed checks were done on Bramley Lane due to a complaint from a resident but no one was speeding. Officers from Wakefield Rural NPT have also been directed to the area during their normal tours.  

Sgt Day was thanked for his report and answered questions.  It was felt that SAFE scheme money should be put into more visible Policing around the whole Parish.
Resolved that once the nights get lighter there will be some visible walking around by PC’s and PCSO’s.
