            TO RECEIVE THE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day presented a written report for October. Officers had worked 43 hours on the SAFE scheme in the last month. Additional time had been worked in the early hours as a result of a house burglary in Woolley Grange. Another house burglary occurred in Haigh. 4 speeding tickets had been issued on Woolley Edge Lane and 5 people ticketed for driving the wrong way around the roundabout at Woolley Grange. A car had been entered in a driveway on Water Lane, cash had been stolen from Woolley Hall, a theft was reported at a Farm. There had been one nuisance call relating to a motorcycle on Gallows Lane. Sgt Day supplemented his report by mentioning the new 101 number for non emergency calls to the Police.
An issue was raised about HGV’s using Woolley Village following signage saying unsuitable for HGV’s on nearby roads.  Sgt Day said he would look at this and Cllr Colley promised to raise it with WMDC to ascertain whether further signs could be erected.

Resolved that Sgt Day be thanked for his report.

TO UPDATE ON ELECTRICTITY SPUR AND WOOLLEY EDGE BOUNDARY STONE
                   
Electricity Spur – WMDC had been asked to obtain a quote from YEDL and Cllr Bayley reported that surveyors had been seen at the map locations.
Boundary Stone – Cllr Bayley had met the firm on site to discuss the stone’s exact location, it had been confirmed to the Clerk that concrete foundations would probably not be required and the order had been placed.
It was resolved that if the firm came back with details of the lettering this would be agreed with Cllr Bayley by email so as not to hold up the work any longer.

TO UPDATE ON GROUNDS MAINTENANCE 

Cllr Willis had contacted T & D and asked that the bulbs be planted on the opposite side of the road to numbers 30-32 Haigh Lane where there were currently no bulbs. Mrs Codman informed the meeting that the bulbs had been planted. The winter pansies had been planted in the Memorial Garden.  Mrs Codman was thanked for her assistance.
Woolley Grange Residents Association had purchased their bulbs and were to organise a weekend for residents to plant them.
The Outdoor Maintenance Co – relating to ice clearance etc in winter. Streets were identified that the Council would like clearing in winter and a quote had been received.  
Resolved that the Clerk would invite a representative of the company to the next Parish Council meeting in order to clarify methods of working etc.
Grit Bins: Agreed these should be placed at the top of High Street, top of Finkle Close and the bottom of Backhouse Lane. Correspondence had been received from WMDC offering a pallet full of bags of grit providing the Council had somewhere to store it.
Resolved that WMDC be asked to fill the bins with grit and that Cllrs Willis and Jones would ensure they were in situ the day before the grit was to be delivered. WMDC would also be asked whether they were able to fill up the grit bins on Woolley Grange and whether it would be acceptable to store the bags of grit in a farmer’s barn should we be able to secure agreement to do so.  Cllr Jones to have a word with Farmer Horsfall.
