            TO RECEIVE THE POLICE REPORT

Sgt Day presented a written report for September. One burglary had taken place from outbuildings on a local farm. Damage caused to a car on Woolley Edge Lane where something was thrown at a passing car. One person had been warned about possession of a small amount of cannabis. 3 thefts from vehicles had taken place (two of them being insecure and one from a van which had its lock forced). There had also been a theft of a power box from a field.  There had been no calls relating to anti social behaviour.  Sgt Day supplemented his report by advising that there had been 6 warnings issued for speeding. Tyres had been dumped on Seckar Lane which had been moved by the PCSO. There was no pattern to the timing of the offences. 

Cllr Colley advised that 2 Councillor Officers, 2 Police and 2 District Councillors were involved in a fly tipping clear up when 2 wagon loads of items were removed. The District Council will do a regular weekly clean-up of the area.
A cheque for £1500 for the Parish Safe Scheme was handed to Sgt Day.
